The Fire Alarm System contains: 

• pull stations 

• smoke detectors 

• duct detectors 

• sprinklers 

• flow switches 

• system is connected to an 

automatic warning system

Rescue persons

A larm

• Immediately pull the nearest alarm box to activate the Code 99 system.  

This also sends an electronic signal to the fire department for an 

instant response.

• Call or ask a fellow employee to contact the operator; give your name 

and location of the Code 99. 

• At VBH Call 4567       At LGH Call 3300

• Other Centra Facilities - outside phone line Dial 911

Tell the Switchboard Operator your name &  location of the fire

• Consider yourself to be in a fire situation each time the alarm sounds: 

Smell for smoke. 

Look for fire. 

Look for exact location of fire.

Direct fire brigade to the fire site. 



A larm

• When the alarm is activated you will 

hear the chimes and see the strobe 

lights.

• Fire alarm systems are tested     

regularly.



Contain

• Separate people from smoke and fire. 

• Contain the fire - close all doors and windows 

to the area where the fire is located. 

• Check all rooms for smoke and fire. Close the 

door when you exit the room. 

• Clear corridors of all visitors/patients. Secure 

them in the appropriate patient room. 



Extinguish
• Know the location and type of fire extinguishers in your area. Centra 

Health facilities use several different types of fire extinguishers. 

• The most common extinguisher in use is the ABC or multi-purpose 

extinguisher. They are placed throughout the hospitals. 

• The BC extinguisher is used to extinguish oil and grease fires. BC 

extinguishers are normally found in kitchens and maintenance areas. 

• The hospitals are equipped with a sprinkler system.

• Most computer areas are equipped with a special 

system that displaces oxygen from the room.

• Do not endanger yourself. 

• Try to fight only small fires in their initial stages. 



Describe use of a fire extinguisher      

P.A.S.S.

1. Pull the pin

2. Aim at the base of the 

flame 

3. Squeeze the handle 

4. Sweep from side to side 



Know:

• your responsibilities if you are             

instructed to evacuate 

• the techniques for proper patient evacuation 

• the location and proper use of all equipment 

for evacuating and transporting patients to 

areas of safety



General Guidelines

• Enforce "no smoking" rules. 

• Use only approved extension cords. 

• Keep flammable materials away from ignition 
sources. 

• Enforce policies about unauthorized                            
appliances and equipment. 

• Keep general housekeeping in order. 

• Report or correct any fire hazards. 



No Smoking Policy

• Centra Health is the primary healthcare 

provider in this community. Smoking is at odds 

with Centra's healthcare mission. 

• Due to the indisputable evidence that smoking 

is a major health risk, our policy shall be to be 

totally smoke free at all Centra facilities. 

• There is to be no smoking by anyone anywhere.

All Centra campuses (buildings and property) are smoke free.

All employees are to help enforce the smoking policy.

Politely remind visitors that smoking is not allowed on the campus.

Call security if  a visitor becomes belligerent; do not become confrontational 

with anyone.



Fire Hazards

• Correct and/or Report or correct any fire 

hazards to Plant Engineering.

• Do not use damaged electrical wires, plugs, 

receptacles, lights, or equipment. 

• Strictly control chemical storage such as 

solvents and flammable materials. 

• Promptly clean up wet spills, especially in the 

presence of electrical equipment. 

• Dispose of empty containers.                        

Gases  may build up and                            

cause a fire. 



Treat all Fire Alarms as the REAL thing!

•DO NOT use the telephone or elevator 

during a Code 99.

•Our facility has other protective 

measures in place to help slow a fire 

down: 

•We have a sprinkler system throughout 

all departments

•We have automatic closing doors and 

metal door frames



Fire Drills

• Fire drills are conducted once per shift per quarter in the 

hospitals to ensure safety. 

• Fire drills are also conducted at other Centra facilities 

on a regular schedule.

• At least 50% of the required drills are unannounced. 

• All staff should respond to all drills as if there is an 

actual fire



Fire Drills

• Staff normally respond to real fires in much the same 

way as they respond to drills; practice, practice, 

practice. 

• Critiques of all drills are conducted to identify areas 

of weakness; corrections are put in place. 

• All personnel are trained in fire response according 

to the facility fire plan. 

• The effectiveness of this training shall be evaluated 

at least annually

Fire drills test staff knowledge of:

• Use and functioning of fire alarm systems (where 

such alarms are available)

• Transmission of alarms

• Containment of smoke and fire

• Transfer to areas of refuge

• Fire Extinguishment

• Specific fire-response duties

• Preparation for building evacuation



General Housekeeping

• Practice good general housekeeping. 

• Empty trash cans frequently. 

• Do not allow piles of soiled rags and linens 
to accumulate. There is a possibility they 
will ignite. 

• Discard boxes and papers. 

• Keep exits and corridors clear for 
evacuation. 



Interim Life Safety Measures

Interim Life Safety Measures are ways in which our 

organization compensates for hazards posed by 

construction or life safety code deficiencies. One or 

more of the Interim Life Safety Measures may be 

employed when significant life safety code problems 

exist or when a construction project will significantly 

affect a life safety system. 



Interim Life Safety Measures

Implementation of ILSM's is a collaborative process.

• The Plant Engineering Director, Construction 

Manager, and Infection Control Director meet on a 

regular basis to assess construction or life safety 

hazards, determine which measures are appropriate, 

and communicate with the Safety Committee 

regarding ILSM's in effect.



ILSMõs

• ILSM's are implemented in or adjacent to 

construction areas based on the nature and 

severity of construction or life safety hazards.

• ILSM apply to all personnel,                       

including construction workers. 

• Implementation of ILSM must                           

begin upon project development and be 

continuously enforced through completion of any 

construction project.

• Ensuring free and unobstructed exits. Personnel receive 

additional training when alternative exits are designated

• Buildings or areas under construction must maintain escape 

routes

for construction workers at all times

• Means of exiting construction areas are inspected

and recorded daily

• Ensuring temporary construction partitions are smoke tight 

and built of noncombustible or 

• Limited combustible materials that will not contribute to the 

development of a fire
